The Workshop opened with an inaugural
address from the President of I0l, Dr
Awni Behnam, a copy of which is annexed to this 10Informa. The chairman of the workshop was HE Dr
Smith Dharmasaroja, Honorary Advisor of 10l Thailand and Chairman of the Committee of Natural Disaster
Warning System Administration. Twenty four participants representing NGOs, 1GOs, academic institutions,
public organizations, government institutions and private partners attended the meeting. Apart from
presentations by officials from the International Ocean Institute (IOl), contributions were made by
representatives of the Asian Disaster Preparedness Center; the Southeast Asian Programme in Ocean Law
Policy and Management (SEAPOL); the Pacific Disaster Center (PDC); the Coastal Development Center
(CDC); the Fondation de Malte; the Coastal Habitats and Resources Management (CHARM), Department of
Fisheries; and the Department of Marine Science, Chulalongkorn University (Thailand); the Institute of
Diplomacy and International Study, Rangsit University (Thailand); Burapha University (Thailand); the
Southeast Asian Fisheries Development Center (SEAFDEC); the German Technical Cooperation (GTZ); the
Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT); the Administration for Designated Areas for Sustainable Tourism
(DASTA); SirCom GMBH; the Meteorological Department; Department of Disaster Prevention and
Mitigation, and Technology Development Partners, Inc.
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A Declaration was prepared during the Workshop and
endorsed by the participants present. This was
subsequently presented by Dr. Werner Ekau, Chairman
of the 10l Committee of Directors, to the attendees of
the Global Ocean Policy Day of the World Ocean
Conference 2009 in Manado, Indonesia. A copy of the
declaration is attached as an annex to this edition.
